Hamtramck can be said 

to have been inspiration to 
any number of musicians, 
filmmakers, comedians 
and more.

Films like “Hoffa,” “Po-
lish Wedding,” “Vamps,” 
“Whip It,” “Detroit,” and 
“No Sudden Move” were 
all filmed, at least partial-
ly, here. The list of mu-
sicians, actors and comics 
who’ve played in, or even 
originated from, venues in 
this area is far, far too long 
to go into here.

Jacob Plante is a fellow 
with quite a history, inclu-
ding, full disclosure here, 
a small shared one with 
yours truly, on a Detroit 
stage production a decade 
or so back.

It’s gratifying, then, 
to see Plante making a 
bit of noise on, perhaps 

unexpectedly, the hip-hop 
circuit, armed with a debut 
song he hopes will beco-
me a city staple, “The Kos-
her Pepperoni.”

Originally from Midland, 
Plante is also a long-time 
Hamtramckan and a bit of 
a journeyman and person-
of-all-trades, as so many 
artistic people are somew-
hat forced to be, or simply 
become over time.

He’s collected a few col-
lege degrees along the 
way, including a bachelor’s 
degree in theater from the 
University of Detroit-Mercy, 
as well as twin master’s 
degrees: a master’s in 
marketing, from Yeshiva 
University in New York City, 
and a masters in fine arts, 
in creative writing, from 
Concordia University in St. 
Paul.

That’s impressive in 

and of itself, but he’s also 
a published author, with 
poetry and fiction books 
available on Amazon; an 
actor who’s appeared on 
the Amazon Prime show 
“A Billion to One”; and 

a stand-up comic who’s 
played Mark Ridley’s Co-
medy Castle.

He’s a native son who

St. Lad’s is a young lad

no more.
The iconic Hamtramck

Catholic church is about
to celebrate its 100th an-
niversary this month, on
Saturday, Sept. 26, at 4
p.m.

Leading the mass will
be the Reverend Donald
F. Hanchon, Bishop of De-
troit.

On September 25,
1920, Detroit Bishop
Michael Gallagher as-

signed another reverend,
Boleslaus Gdaniec, with
the creation of a new
parish to take some of
the burden off of St. Flo-
rian.

That new parish was
designated as “St. Ladis-
laus” the following June
1, and its first mass was
held at the old Eckerts
Hall on Jos. Campau.

Over 100 years ago,
the Township of Ham-
tramck was huge, bigger
than Detroit at that time

in fact, with borders that
encompassed the areas
now known as the
(Grosse) Pointes; it was
basically most of the
east side.

So it made sense to
have a second parish to
handle the population.

Enter Fr. Gdaniec, and
St. Ladislaus.

The church held its first
baptism, oversaw its first
marriage ceremony, and
presided over its first
tragic funeral, for an in-

fant who had died, all in
1921. It also opened its
own elementary school in
the Eckerts Hall building
that fall, with some 300
students overseen by
three nuns who’d come
in from Sylvania, Ohio,
and one layperson
teacher.

A building for St. Lad’s
was begun the following
year, but Fr. Gdaniec left
his post and was re-
placed by the Rev. An-

Did Hamtramck Public 

Schools Superintendent 
Jaleelah Ahmed return to 
her job this week?

That was the week’s 
burning question.

According to sources, 
Ahmed was expected to 
return from her paid me-
dical leave this week, af-
ter having been on it for 
the past two months.

The Review reached out 
to Interim Superintendent 
Michael Williamson as to 
whether he knows when 
– or even if – Ahmed will 
return, but he did not res-
pond to an email.

Neither Ahmed nor sc-
hool board president Ji-
han Aiyash responded to 
an email.

Toni Coral, President of 
the Hamtramck Federa-
tion of Teachers, said she 
was not aware of Ahmed 
returning.

Ahmed took a leave af-
ter getting a poor work 
performance review by 
the board of education 
last February. The board 
did not say why they gave 
Ahmed a poor review.

This is the second me-
dical leave Ahmed has ta-

ken since becoming supe-
rintendent in 2019.

In October of 2022, Ah-
med took her first paid 
medical leave, citing pres-
sure from dealing with the 
covid pandemic.

That leave turned into 
a paid suspension that 
lasted until January of 
2023, when the board not 
only brought her back, but 
also gave her a salary rai-
se and extended her cont-
ract.

It was never explained 
by the board why Ahmed 
was suspended, other 
than to say there was 
an ongoing investigation. 
The board never explai-
ned the nature of the in-
vestigation.

During that suspension, 
Ahmed filed a federal 
lawsuit against some sc-
hool board members, clai-
ming discrimination, while 
suing the teachers’ union 
for allegedly trying to get 
her fired.

Ahmed’s tenure has 
been rocky. A number 
of veteran teachers and 
staff members resigned 
during her time as supe-
rintendent, saying that Ah-
med and some of her ad-

ministrators had created 
a “toxic” work environ-
ment.

Several of those for-
mer staff members sub-
sequently filed lawsuits 
against the district, which 
are still pending – as is 
Ahmed’s.

On top of that, the sc-
hool board has become 
increasingly divided over 
a number of issues, and 
one boardmember, Regan 
Watson, has not attended 
a meeting for about a year 

since her fellow board 
members removed her as 
treasurer.

The board itself stru-
ggled last year to even 
hold their state-mandated 
monthly meetings. Du-
ring last year, the board 
did not hold its monthly 
meeting in three separate 
months.

The board was schedu-
led, this month, to hold its 
regular monthly meeting 
on Thursday, after The Re-
view went press.

Rapper puts a humorous spin 
in his music

It’s flag season in Ham-

tramck.
Last week, the city once 

again raised flags on the 
18 flagpoles on Jos. Cam-
pau, between Caniff and 
Carpenter.

And once again, the city 
is displaying only the Ame-
rican flag.

But two former members 
of the city’s Human Rela-
tions Commission want 
the city to also go back to 
displaying the flags of tho-
se countries from which 
Hamtramckans originally 
came.

Catrina Stackpoole and 
Russ Gordon are hosting a 
GoFundMe to raise money 
for the legal fees for their 
lawsuit against the city. 
Their campaign is called 
“Celebrate all of us. Raise 
all the flags.”

Both were removed from 
the Commission after 
defying a city council reso-
lution last year banning the 
display of pride flags, as 
well as international flags, 
on city property.

They were protesting the 
city council’s decision to al-
low only the American flag, 
the city and state flags and 
the prisoner of war flag to 
be displayed on public pro-
perty.

Stackpoole and Gordon 
raised a pride flag on one 
flagpole on a Sunday after-
noon, which was removed 
by the city about an hour 
after it went up.

That council resolution 
came after heated debate 
in the community over the 
display of a pride flag on a 
Jos. Campau flagpole ear-
lier last year.

Those opposed to the 
display of a pride flag ob-
jected on moral and reli-
gious grounds. The issue 
attracted substantial me-
dia attention, here and na-
tionally.

Both Stackpoole and 
Gordon were subsequently 
fired, by Mayor Amer Gha-
lib and city council, from 
their unpaid positions on 
the commission for their 
act of defiance.

Up until then, Gordon vo-
lunteered to collect dona-
tions for the flags, and put 
them up each year, for no 
charge to the city.

Stackpoole and Gordon 
are saying the mayor’s and

He was born in 1901 in
Nashville, and it is said he
got his nickname “be-
cause of the unusual way
he ran, which resembled
that of a turkey, with his
arms flapping. However,
Stearnes himself claimed

it was because he had a
potbelly as a child,” the
Hall of Fame website said.

Stearnes died in 1979,
and was elected into the
Hall of Fame in 2000. He
has family that still lives in
Detroit.

The stadium is currently
under renovation, which
will include repairing the
grandstands, which fell
into disrepair over the last
few decades.

Funding for the renova-
tion is coming from both
grants and online fundrais-
ing. The importance of the
stadium wasn’t known
until several years ago,
when local baseball histo-
rian Gary Gillette and his
organization, Friends of
Historical Hamtramck Sta-
dium, did exhaustive re-
search on it and
discovered its historical
legacy.

That research has been
used to secure grants.

The state of Michigan
has designated the sta-
dium as an official historic
site.

Councilmember Ian Per-
rotta, who has worked on
researching the stadium’s
historical importance, said
the naming of the field in
honor of Stearnes “is a
great opportunity to recog-
nize one of the best play-
ers of Negro League
Baseball.”

Another improvement
coming to the stadium and
field is a commitment from
the city to regularly assign
at least three police pa-
trols in the area, to make
sure vandals don’t dam-
age the site.

That’s something that
has plagued the stadium
for years. There have been
occasional reports of peo-
ple driving on the field, and
other incidents of fires
being set in the grand-
stand.

The pledge to step up
police patrols was pro-
moted by a city council res-
olution introduced by
Councilmember Perrotta.

The reason for the reso-
lution, Perrotta said at an
earlier council meeting in a
resolution he proposed, is
to make it “imperative for
the City of Hamtramck to
show a buy-in of the proj-
ect by committing neces-
sary resources to ensure
the project’s success and
show major donors and
partners of the project that
the City of Hamtramck is
capable of taking the re-
quired steps to preserve
Hamtramck Stadium and
the surrounding area. …”

law anyone who inten-
tionally flouts our elec-
tion laws.”

Secretary of State Jo-
celyn Benson also
chimed in with this re-
sponse:

nology department or
principal if parents or stu-
dents need any kind of
assistance.

Review: What is the
latest information on
state and federal finan-
cial aid?

Ahmed: The state has
yet to approve a budget
for schools.   The latest
information on state
funding is the Return to
Learn Plan.  

Under this plan House
Bills 5911, 5912, and
5913 would amend the
State School Aid Act to
direct per pupil funding
for the 2020-2021
school year based on
four main parameters
and considerations:
days, hours, enrollment,
and attendance.  

Per-pupil funding will be
based on a new “Super

Blend” formula whereby
the 2019-2020 count
(obtained by weighting
the February 2019 count
at 10% and the October
2019 count at 90%)
would make up 75% of
the super blend, and the
2020-2021 count (ob-
tained by weighting the
number of full-time pupils
engaged in pandemic
learning for fall 2020 at
90% and the February
2020 count at 10%)
would make up 25%.

There are two new
sources of federal fund-
ing are available for
school districts:

• Elementary & Sec-
ondary School Emer-
gency Relief (ESSER)
which are available to all
Michigan school districts,
however, priority was

given to the 332 districts

tasked the city adminis-
tration with making sure
the stadium and its
grounds are not de-
stroyed.

In the past, the sta-
dium attracted vandal-
ism – including people
driving their cars on the
field, or setting fires in
the grandstands.

The resolution that Per-
rotta introduced requires
the city to assign daily
patrols to the stadium
site. Those patrols, it is
hoped, will deter any fu-
ture destruction, and
safeguard the hundreds
of thousands of dollars
being invested in the fa-
cility.

I get a lot of credit for 

founding the Hamtramck 
Historical Museum. Too 
much, really, because  I 
didn't found the mu-
seum.  No one person 
could accomplish so-
mething that complica-
ted.

In fact, the museum 
has been a collective 
community project from 
the start and a variety of 
people have played a role 
in its creation and growth. 
They rarely get the credit 
they deserve, and I have 
embarked on an ongoing 
project to highlight them 
in this newsletter. 

This time around I must 

ask Marcus Colona to 
take a big bow. Marcus 
is a professional archi-
tect who  actually has 
designed museums. For 
years he has been wor-
king largely behind the 
scenes helping design 
the Hamtramck Historical 
Museum in  a variety of 
whys  ranging from floor 
space layout  to complex 
structural improvements.

This is highly specia-
lized work that frankly is 
not cheap. Yet Marcus 
has done his tremendous 
work on a volunteer ba-
sis. I don't know how we 
could have achieved what 
we have done without his 
services. But I do know 
that we would not be ne-
arly as far along in crea-
ting a professional mu-
seum without him.

I can't stress enough 
that we have a professio-
nal, experienced architect 
who works for a major 
New York-based firm  hel-
ping us in Hamtramck. 
Marcus is a Hamtramc-
kan who has been active 
in the community for ye-
ars, even though he lar-
gely is in New York. But 
he has our community at 
heart, and you can see 
that every time you walk 

into the museum.
It's that  kind of spirit 

that has made this mu-
seum a reality. When the 
museum opened 10 ye-
ars ago I remember being 
told by a local politician 
that we would be bank-
rupt and  closed in two 
years. And he would have 
been right, except that he 
didn't take into account 
the dedication of a host 
of people who were de-
termined to make the mu-
seum successful. 

 I have to admit that so-
metimes even I am surp-
rised at the great support 
we have received. But I 
never stop appreciating 
all that they have done 
and continue to do. We 
can hang  a plaque a 
museum wall thanking 
Marcus and the others 
who have helped us. But 
the real tribute to their 
efforts is the  museum 
itself. The museum will 
outlast all of us.

And if it could, it too 
would say Thank You.

The HRD is a proposal 
to “radically transform 
26 acres of under-utilized 
open space, recreation 
fields, and disconnected 
historic sites into a com-
munity-invested, inclusi-
ve, and world-class park.”

The artist’s rendition 
of the area looks quite 
beautiful, the old historic 
stadium separated from 
what would be the new 
“arena” area, with a half-
mile-long greenway path 
connecting it all.

The plan was actually 
developed in 2020, but 
of course the pandemic 
added time to its imp-
lementation schedule. 
Feedback had also been 
sought from the public at 
that time, with 436 com-
munity members having 
been engaged over a se-
ven-month stretch.

Five themes emerged 
from that first feedback 
session as most-impor-
tant to the respondents:  
Care and attention for the 
park; Safety throughout 
the park; Space and prog-
rams for women; Visibi-
lity, branding and signage; 
and the celebration of all 
cultures through events 
to be held there.

Helping hand… The 
good folks at Detroit 
Wayne Integrated Health 
Network (DWIHN) are part 
of the exciting NFL Draft 
happening in downtown 
Detroit.

Paradise Valley Park.

“Trailblazers like Triplett 
are why we are here doing 
what we do, in sports and 
in life,” said Doeh.

Federal assistance… 
The Federal Emergency 
Management Agency 
(FEMA) wants to give you 
money. Maybe.

Reminders keep coming 
in from the FEMA office 
that they have extended 
the deadline to apply for 
federal monies to com-
pensate those who su-
ffered damage from the 
severe storm outbreak of 
Aug. 24-26, 2023.

That deadline is loo-
ming, with no guarantee 
that it will be extended 
again: As of right now, you 
need to have your app-
lication in by Wednesday, 
May 8, which is in less 
than two weeks.

If you are a regular
reader of this paper, you
will know that Ham-
tramck has rediscovered
an old jewel.

For years, Ham-
tramck’s baseball sta-
dium had fallen into
disrepair. There was
even some occasional
talk about having it torn
down.

But several years ago,
city officials and volun-
teers discovered its his-
torical significance: It
was once home to the
Detroit Stars, a team in
the Negro Baseball
League, back in a time
when African-Americans
could not play in the all-
white Major Leagues.

Fortunately, that racial
barrier was eventually
erased.

The stadium is only
one of five that remain
standing as a testament
to that time. Despite the

racial restrictions, the
Negro League produced
legendary players, like
Detroit’s own Norman
“Turkey” Stearnes.

The stadium’s field
was recently named in
honor of Stearnes.

The stadium is now
being renovated, thanks
to various funding mech-
anisms.

At the urging of City
Councilmember Ian Per-
rotta, who was at the
forefront with others in
researching the sta-
dium’s historical impor-
tance, the council has
tasked the city adminis-
tration with making sure
the stadium and its
grounds are not de-
stroyed.

In the past, the sta-
dium attracted vandal-
ism – including people
driving their cars on the
field, or setting fires in
the grandstands.

The resolution that Per-
rotta introduced requires
the city to assign daily
patrols to the stadium
site. Those patrols, it is
hoped, will deter any fu-
ture destruction, and
safeguard the hundreds
of thousands of dollars
being invested in the fa-
cility.

Hopefully, the stadium
will one day play host to
sporting and entertain-
ment events – and draw
visitors from all over.

The stadium is a
sound investment, and
one that generation of
Hamtramckans will
enjoy.

The city council met on

Sept. 8, and all coun-
cilmembers were present.

City Manager Kathy An-
gerer gave her bi-monthly
update on the Census.
She stressed that the in-
formation residents pro-
vide will remain private
and will not be shared
with any government
agency.

“It is locked down and
protected,” Angerer said.
“Everyone needs to re-
spond.”

According to the Census
Bureau: “The law requires
the Census Bureau to
keep your information con-
fidential whether it comes
from your response or
from existing records. 

“While the Census Bu-
reau may receive informa-
tion from other agencies,
the law prohibits us from
sharing individual data
back. This is a one-way
data exchange.”

Only 56 percent of the
city’s residents have par-
ticipated in the Census.

A “congratulations” was
sent to the city from the
University of Michigan, for
its improvement in sup-
porting economic develop-
ment.

In the council’s agenda
package, it was said that:
“In the last year, our sta-
tus changed from 3 stars
to 4 stars due to the fine

work of our Community
and Economic Develop-
ment team of Alex Iseri,
Grace Stamper and Casey
Copp.”

Councilmember Andrea
Karpinski noted that St.
Ladislaus Parish is cele-
brating its 100th anniver-
sary.

The council thanked this
summer’s city interns for
the work they performed.
The following students
were part of the annual
summer intern program:
Mohsen Hussain, Jackee’
Jackson, Nadia Fahria,
Sumaiya Kalam, Sadia
Rahman and James
Zotkaj.

They performed various
tasks, included cleaning
up Veterans Park and
painting no parking zones
on curbs along Conant
Ave.

One major task they un-
dertook was organizing
police records, some of
which went back to the
1900s.

“You guys did a wonder-
ful job,” said Councilmem-
ber Nayeem Choudhury.

During public comment,
Robert Zwolak urged the
council to hire an in-house
attorney as a way to re-
duce legal costs.

The council took the
first step in officially nam-
ing the Hamtramck Sta-
dium field in honor of
legendary player Norman

“Turkey” Stearnes.
In an information pack-

age about the renaming, it
said: “Norman ‘Turkey’
Stearnes was the greatest
player of the Detroit Stars.
He played for the team
from 1923 to 1931, and
then in 1937; the 1930-
31 and 1937 seasons
were played with Ham-
tramck Stadium as the
home field.

“Stearnes won seven
home run titles in his ca-
reer, and hit more home
runs in official Negro
League games than any
other player. He was in-
ducted into the National
Baseball Hall of Fame in
2000.”

Also adding support was
Gary Gillette of the
Friends of Historic Ham-
tramck Stadium.

“This naming would pro-
vide a distinct, memorable
identity for the field within
a name that continues to
recognize the history of
the City of Hamtramck. 

“Naming the field in

honor of Stearnes would
also draw more tourists to
Hamtramck to visit the
field, because anything as-
sociated with a baseball
Hall of Famer gets a lot
more attention in the
media,” Gillette said.

Mayor Karen Majewski
responded, saying “This is
a really cool thing and a
gift to the city.’

In another first step, the
council pushed forward on
an update of the city’s
business licensing ordi-
nance.

Also being updated was
the city’s graffiti ordi-
nance. The update in-
cludes holding property
owners more accountable
in removing graffiti from
their property in a timely
fashion, or having them
face being penalized for
every day the graffiti re-
mains.

A lengthy discussion
was held on allowing a
Livonia-based company,
NYX, which manufactures
automotive interior parts,
to reserve up to 16 park-
ing spaces at Zussman
Park, specifically on Win-
field St.

The company employs
over 4,000 employees, of

which a few hundred live
in Hamtramck.

It was noted that many
of the residents have no
reliable regular transporta-
tion, and that the com-
pany is offering to shuttle
them from Hamtramck
and back. The parking
spaces would be reserved
for company vans.

Daniel Laible, the Chief
Financial Officer of the
company, said this parking
location is ideally situated
for his employees to get
to.

In a letter to the city,
Laible said that the lack of
reliable transportation is
the “number one reason
our employees have is-
sues with attendance, and
the number one reason
our employees are forced
to leave their jobs.”

Councilmember Choud-
hury had reservations
about giving over the park-
ing spaces, but would sup-
port it. He said that the
city will have to monitor
how nearby residents
react.

“I just don’t like to inter-
fere with the residents,”
he said.

Councilmember Ian Per-
rotta said he researched

the company, and found
that it recently recorded
over $600 million in earn-
ings.

Liable confirmed that fig-
ure, and said this year’s
earnings are expected to
go “north” of that amount.

The deal for reserving
the parking spaces would
come with a $1,000 pay-
ment to the city each year,
as well as $5,000 each
year toward city events.

Perrotta said that, con-
sidering the company’s
profits, the city should de-
mand more in compensa-
tion.

“It’s such an unfair
deal,” Perrotta said.
“There’s nothing com-
pelling for Hamtramck to
do this deal.”

Councilmember Karpin-
ski, in noting the limited
number of parking spaces
on the street, suggested
reserving spaces at an-
other city parking lot.

City Manager Angerer
said that offering rides to
work keeps Hamtramck
employees employed, and
that they, in turn, are able
to pay city income taxes.

She promised to watch
what develops with the

The city council met on

Sept. 8, and all coun-
cilmembers were present.

City Manager Kathy An-
gerer gave her bi-monthly
update on the Census.
She stressed that the in-
formation residents pro-
vide will remain private
and will not be shared
with any government
agency.

“It is locked down and
protected,” Angerer said.
“Everyone needs to re-
spond.”

According to the Census
Bureau: “The law requires
the Census Bureau to
keep your information con-
fidential whether it comes
from your response or
from existing records. 

“While the Census Bu-
reau may receive informa-
tion from other agencies,
the law prohibits us from
sharing individual data
back. This is a one-way
data exchange.”

Only 56 percent of the
city’s residents have par-
ticipated in the Census.

A “congratulations” was
sent to the city from the
University of Michigan, for
its improvement in sup-
porting economic develop-
ment.

In the council’s agenda
package, it was said that:
“In the last year, our sta-
tus changed from 3 stars
to 4 stars due to the fine

work of our Community
and Economic Develop-
ment team of Alex Iseri,
Grace Stamper and Casey
Copp.”

Councilmember Andrea
Karpinski noted that St.
Ladislaus Parish is cele-
brating its 100th anniver-
sary.

The council thanked this
summer’s city interns for
the work they performed.
The following students
were part of the annual
summer intern program:
Mohsen Hussain, Jackee’
Jackson, Nadia Fahria,
Sumaiya Kalam, Sadia
Rahman and James
Zotkaj.

They performed various
tasks, included cleaning
up Veterans Park and
painting no parking zones
on curbs along Conant
Ave.

One major task they un-
dertook was organizing
police records, some of
which went back to the
1900s.

“You guys did a wonder-
ful job,” said Councilmem-
ber Nayeem Choudhury.

During public comment,
Robert Zwolak urged the
council to hire an in-house
attorney as a way to re-
duce legal costs.

The council took the
first step in officially nam-
ing the Hamtramck Sta-
dium field in honor of
legendary player Norman

“Turkey” Stearnes.
In an information pack-

age about the renaming, it
said: “Norman ‘Turkey’
Stearnes was the greatest
player of the Detroit Stars.
He played for the team
from 1923 to 1931, and
then in 1937; the 1930-
31 and 1937 seasons
were played with Ham-
tramck Stadium as the
home field.

“Stearnes won seven
home run titles in his ca-
reer, and hit more home
runs in official Negro
League games than any
other player. He was in-
ducted into the National
Baseball Hall of Fame in
2000.”

Also adding support was
Gary Gillette of the
Friends of Historic Ham-
tramck Stadium.

“This naming would pro-
vide a distinct, memorable
identity for the field within
a name that continues to
recognize the history of
the City of Hamtramck. 

“Naming the field in

honor of Stearnes would
also draw more tourists to
Hamtramck to visit the
field, because anything as-
sociated with a baseball
Hall of Famer gets a lot
more attention in the
media,” Gillette said.

Mayor Karen Majewski
responded, saying “This is
a really cool thing and a
gift to the city.’

In another first step, the
council pushed forward on
an update of the city’s
business licensing ordi-
nance.

Also being updated was
the city’s graffiti ordi-
nance. The update in-
cludes holding property
owners more accountable
in removing graffiti from
their property in a timely
fashion, or having them
face being penalized for
every day the graffiti re-
mains.

A lengthy discussion
was held on allowing a
Livonia-based company,
NYX, which manufactures
automotive interior parts,
to reserve up to 16 park-
ing spaces at Zussman
Park, specifically on Win-
field St.

The company employs
over 4,000 employees, of

which a few hundred live
in Hamtramck.

It was noted that many
of the residents have no
reliable regular transporta-
tion, and that the com-
pany is offering to shuttle
them from Hamtramck
and back. The parking
spaces would be reserved
for company vans.

Daniel Laible, the Chief
Financial Officer of the
company, said this parking
location is ideally situated
for his employees to get
to.

In a letter to the city,
Laible said that the lack of
reliable transportation is
the “number one reason
our employees have is-
sues with attendance, and
the number one reason
our employees are forced
to leave their jobs.”

Councilmember Choud-
hury had reservations
about giving over the park-
ing spaces, but would sup-
port it. He said that the
city will have to monitor
how nearby residents
react.

“I just don’t like to inter-
fere with the residents,”
he said.

Councilmember Ian Per-
rotta said he researched

the company, and found
that it recently recorded
over $600 million in earn-
ings.

Liable confirmed that fig-
ure, and said this year’s
earnings are expected to
go “north” of that amount.

The deal for reserving
the parking spaces would
come with a $1,000 pay-
ment to the city each year,
as well as $5,000 each
year toward city events.

Perrotta said that, con-
sidering the company’s
profits, the city should de-
mand more in compensa-
tion.

“It’s such an unfair
deal,” Perrotta said.
“There’s nothing com-
pelling for Hamtramck to
do this deal.”

Councilmember Karpin-
ski, in noting the limited
number of parking spaces
on the street, suggested
reserving spaces at an-
other city parking lot.

City Manager Angerer
said that offering rides to
work keeps Hamtramck
employees employed, and
that they, in turn, are able
to pay city income taxes.

She promised to watch

• Also approving, for the 
police department, the 
purchase of portable ra-
dios, at a cost of $48,482, 
which will also be paid 
from the drug forfeiture 
fund.

• Allowing the city to sell

The deve-
lopers are Dorota Maternia 
and Andrew Kotlarz. They 
plan to construct two-fa-
mily units on each lot.

An old crime trend re-

ared its head Friday nig-
ht.

Someone smashed out 
about a dozen windows 
at the former St. Florian 
school on Poland.

While property damage 
is still ongoing, and com-
mon, in the city, the act 
of smashing out windows 
doesn’t happen too of-
ten. It used to be that a 
suspect would go down a 
block and smash out car 
windows.

Those motives often 
range from looking for 
items to steal, or even 
to steal the car itself, to 
doing it just for kicks. 

As of now, the police 
department is still inves-
tigating the matter.

The pastor of St. Flo-
rian, Fr. Tomasz Pietrzak, 
didn’t have much to say 
about the matter, other 
than calling the situation 
“very sad.”

Pietrzak said he has 
not determined the cost 
of replacing the windows, 
most of which have been 
bordered up.

Although there is no 
good time for such a 
thing to happen, the pa-
rish is getting ready to 
host its annual Straw-
berry Festival on May 
4-5, when thousands 
of parishioners, former 
students and friends will 
be attending to dine on 
home-cooked Polish din-
ners, dance to polkas 
and enjoy each other’s 
company.

With the return of war-
mer weather, crimes 
like this tend to return, 
along with a few other 
weather-related trends.

This past week, there 
were numerous comp-
laints about noise in 
town, although the exact 
nature of the noise is ne-
ver explained in a police 
log. But it could include:

• Loud music
• Loud people
• Kids making a ruckus
• Dogs barking
• Loud cars
Anyone who has li-

ved in Hamtramck for 
a certain length of time 
also knows that there 
is usually a neighbor-
hood crank on your block 
who can’t stand to hear 
anything fun -- or otherwi-
se – going on.

If there is anyone new 
to city living -- where peo-
ple live in houses that 
are just a few feet apart 
-- get used to it. You are 
going to hear a lot of ple-
asant and unpleasant 
things.

The daily incident re-
ports also never go into 
detail about what police 
officers do about the 
complaints. But, every 
once and awhile, there is 
an arrest made in such a 
matter.

Also, with more people 
outside, there is always 
an increased chance that 
some hot heads will get 
into fights.

This past week, there 
were several separate 
complaints about as-
saults, gunshots, family 
trouble, and even a home 
invasion -- all happening 
in the 12000 block of 
Selfridge.

That block contains the 
Col. Hamtramck housing 
project, which has long 
been a source of various 
kinds of trouble.

The Hamtramck Hou-
sing agency has a stern 
policy, however, of kicking 
out troublemakers fast.

Rounding out the week 
were a number of re-
ported thefts, which, in 
warmer weather, usual-
ly translates to people 
stealing things out of ga-
rages, or from backyards; 
or, of course, the return 
of porch pirates stealing 
packages.

We’ve known people 
who have had to chain 
down their AC units and 
their barbecue grills after 
being repeatedly hit by 
these bandits.

Sometimes, that’s just 
part of city living.
